~These persons should not receive mRNA COVID-19 vaccination at this time unless they have been evaluated by an allergist-immunologist and it is
determined that the person can safely receive the vaccine (e.g., under observation, in a setting with advanced medical care available)

*Polyethylene glycol (PEG), an ingredient in both mRNA COVID-19 vaccines, is structurally related to polysorbate and cross-reactive hypersensitivity
between these compounds may occur. Information on ingredients of a vaccine or medication (including PEG, a PEG derivative, or polysorbates) can be
found in the package insert. PEG and polysorbate are common excipients in many vaccines, injectable therapies, and other products. Persons with a
known (diagnosed) allergy to PEG, another mRNA vaccine component, or polysorbate, have a contraindication to vaccination. Persons with a reaction
to a vaccine or injectable therapy that contains multiple components, one of which is PEG, another mRNA vaccine component or polysorbate,
but in whom it is unknown which component elicited the immediate allergic reaction have a precaution to vaccination.

Polysorbate 80 is an ingredient in Janssen COVID-19 vaccine. People with a contraindication to Janssen COVID-19 vaccine (including due to a
known allergy to polysorbate) have a precaution to mRNA COVID-19 vaccines. For people with these precautions , referral to an allergist or
immunologist should be considered.
